County Meeting Speech calling for Constitutional Militia Ordinance and Sign-Up

{Comissioners} {Aldermen} {Supervisors}, 

Thank you for your willingness to address this issue, and for listening to me tonight.

In our Declaration of Independence, we  set forth two bedrock legal principles relevant to tonight's business.

First, that we, “are endowed by [our] Creator with certain unalienable rights….--That to secure these rights, Governments are instituted among Men”.  We told the world, for all time,  that government is not self-existent or self-justifying; that it has one job, which is to secure our rights.  

Second, in its catalogue of King George III's crimes, it said, “He has dissolved Representative Houses  ….. whereby the Legislative powers, incapable of Annihilation, have returned to the People at large for their exercise…". The Powers and Duties We, the People delegate to government are ours, and if government neglects its delegated duty or abuses its delegated power, that duty and power return to We, the People.

I do not need to waste time tonight on a catalogue of the duties our State and federal governments are neglecting, nor of the powers they are absusing, nor of the unalienable rights they are trampling or threatening to trample.  I will focus simply on how you behind the table can, together with us in front of it, take up those powers and duties in and for our own community, from the lack of exercise of which,  our whole Republic is suffering. 

It may be that most of the folks in this room are here to defend the Second Amendment, under attack all over the Republic.  They want this body, on behalf of our community to stand for the Law which recognizes their right to tools for self-defense of life, home, family, and community. Remember, that is the primary, the justifying job of government at all levels.

Well, how do you defend something?  You say, "Stop right there, no farther!"

But what if the threat does not stop at your righteous words, whether it is a hungry bear, a mad dog, a drug-crazed would-be rapist (or a gang of them), or a government employee who cares more about power, or his job, than he does about the Law and his oath to uphold it?   Well, to uphold the Law, which says that noone but God who gave it to you, has the right to take your life,  sometimes you need force.  A stick will sometimes not be enough, and you, standing alone in your doorway, even with a powerful weapon, will often not be enough, either.

The inspired writers of our Constitution knew all this.  The Second Amendment reads, "A well regulated Militia, being necessary to the security of a free State, the right of the people to keep and bear Arms, shall not be infringed." The definition of Militia, as most of us surely know, is simply all members of a community able and willing to participate in its defense.Not a governrnent agency, not a paid (and corruptible) elite, but merely We, the People.
In the Constitution, Art I Sec 8 Clauses 15 and 16, We The People also say that it is the power and duty of Militia to execute, that is to enforce, the Law.  We The People stipulate that Congress shall prescribe the manner of its training, and that the States shall appoint officers and provide that training.  But none of those duties has been performed by our public servants for a century and a half.

Under that second principle I quoted from our Declaration of Independence, that power and duty falls beyond question back to us, here, in this room, tonight. 

I said, beyond question, but if you want to  question it, let me refer to   The U.S. supreme Court in Printz vs. United States in 1997,  quote, “The Constitution thus contemplates that a State's government will represent and remain accountable to its own Citizens” and then quoting James Madison, the Court said, quote, “[T]he local or municipal authorities form distinct and independent portions of the supremacy, no more subject, within their respective spheres, to the general authority than the general authority is subject to them, within its own sphere”. Then the ruling went on to say, quote, “This separation of the two spheres is one of the Constitution's structural protections of liberty”.  
So the County Attorney can be secure in the fact that this board has the legal authority

That same ruling also said , quote, “The federal government may neither issue directives requiring the States to address particular problems, nor command the States' officers, or those of their political subdivisions, to administer or enforce a federal regulatory program… Such commands are fundamentally incompatible with our constitutional system of dual sovereignty”. 

The shape the lawful mandatory duty of this Board now takes, is the passage of an ordinance, which not only affirms the role of government to secure the rights of the people of this community, including that  to the means of self-defense, but re-establishes our most ancient and precious institution to protect and exercise that right, and all others, and to enforce the Law that We, the People have made, to wit:

"An Ordinance Securing Constitutional Rights, and Establishing and Well-Regulating Militia for that and other Lawful Purposes in the County/Municipality of [fill in county or independent city name]"
The text contains the rest of the necessary legal precedents and justifications, and does a better job of explaining the details than I would. [I can read the ordinance aloud if you will allow me the time.]

I believe there are people in this room who are ready to provide the nominations of officers and the documents necessary to complete the process, and who are ready to sign up for Militia duty.

I ask any of you Commissioners to move for the adoption of the Ordinance.
